Therefore, associations and their members must proceed with extreme caution in certain area of activity to insure against violation of the antitrust laws. Discussions of current or future prices or commissions and refusing to deal with or boycotting any insurance carrier are among a number of areas specifically prohibited by the anti-trust laws and will not be permitted in today’s meetings.

IAHU May 2020 Policy Update:

· With the 2020 Legislative session behind us, focus for policy makers has shifted to the Primary Elections. Due to COVID 19 there will be no in person polling places this May. All voters must request and return an absentee ballot in order to vote. Requesting an absentee ballot takes about 3 minutes and can be completed online at: https://idahovotes.gov. Elections include one U.S. Senate seat, two U.S. House of Representatives seats, all 105 Idaho legislative seats, and some county officials including sheriff, and county commissioners as well as Idaho Supreme Court seats. 
· As Idaho continues to wrestle with the effects and spread of COVID 19, Governor Brad Little has removed the stay at home order and replaced it with a four-phase plan called “Rebound Idaho”. This plan is designed with CDC guidelines and allows business to safely reopen and people to return to work in a phased in approach with certain parameters. · Amidst the plans in Rebound Idaho, Governor Little has established a special grant for small businesses.
