Reading of NABIP Anti-Trust Statement

Associations are subject to strict scrutiny under antitrust laws because an association is, by its nature, a group of competitors joined together for a common business purpose. The antitrust laws require companies to make certain decisions by themselves, not in conjunction with competitors. Therefore, associations and their members must proceed with extreme caution in certain area of activity to insure against violation of the antitrust laws. Discussions of current or future prices or commissions and refusing to deal with or boycotting any insurance carrier are among a number of areas specifically prohibited by the antitrust laws and will not be permitted in today’s meetings.

· Peyton reports that they are in the fifth week of the legislative session, with this being the last full week to introduce legislation through non-privileged committees.

She clarified that the bill does not apply to those over 65 or with disabilities. Peyton also mentioned potential opposition to the bill, particularly the population cap, and the possibility of amendments in the Senate. She advised caution in supporting the bill due to the potential for the entire group to be expected to support any new bill. Other topics discussed included the potential for Idaho cities to join the State health plan, the need for legislative action to restrict public benefits for undocumented immigrants, and the issue of determining the first payer in cases of dual insurance coverage. Peyton promised to keep the group updated on any new legislation

· Phaedra and the team discussed the success of the recent event at the Capitol, which was well-received by the representatives and attendees. They agreed to continue the format of shorter speaking slots and the lunch format for future events.
