Reading of NABIP Anti-Trust Statement

Associations are subject to strict scrutiny under antitrust laws because an association is, by its nature, a group of competitors joined together for a common business purpose. The antitrust laws require companies to make certain decisions by themselves, not in conjunction with competitors. Therefore, associations and their members must proceed with extreme caution in certain area of activity to insure against violation of the antitrust laws. Discussions of current or future prices or commissions and refusing to deal with or boycotting any insurance carrier are among a number of areas specifically prohibited by the antitrust laws and will not be permitted in today’s meetings.

· Peyton reports that the Medicaid expansion bill, dubbed the "Great Compromise of 2025," has passed the Senate and is awaiting the governor's signature. The bill moves Idaho to managed care and includes work requirements for the expansion population, with some exemptions. The behavioral health budget, managed by Magellan, is facing scrutiny due to significant overspending. The legislature is also grappling with tax cuts and rebates totaling around $450 million, which is creating budget constraints for other programs. Peyton notes that the legislative session is expected to continue for at least three more weeks, with ongoing debates about Medicaid waivers and budget allocations.

· Those who attended Capitol Conference felt like it was a great conference and very well attended. Guy mentioned that there were over 700 total attendees. Idaho was represented well with over 20 attendees. 

· Angie mentioned that she had sent out thank you cards to legislators they met with during Capitol conference. She also forwarded an Idaho piece regarding the potential impact of the ACA tax repeal on insurance.
