Reading of NABIP Anti-Trust Statement

Associations are subject to strict scrutiny under antitrust laws because an association is, by its nature, a group of competitors joined together for a common business purpose. The antitrust laws require companies to make certain decisions by themselves, not in conjunction with competitors. Therefore, associations and their members must proceed with extreme caution in certain area of activity to insure against violation of the antitrust laws. Discussions of current or future prices or commissions and refusing to deal with or boycotting any insurance carrier are among a number of areas specifically prohibited by the antitrust laws and will not be permitted in today’s meetings.

He emphasized the importance of Nabip's role in protecting consumers' access to healthcare and the need for better communication with carriers and CMS.

She also mentioned the appointment of Alex Adams as the Assistant Secretary for HHS and the potential changes in the health and welfare director position. Angie raised concerns about the network issues with the Molina website and the difficulty in finding providers in the network.
